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The Java 2 Platform, Enterprise Edition (J2EE) has become the standard Java application environment for the development of enterprise applications. There is strong interest in the telecommunication industry to use J2EE for the development and deployment of telecommunication applications. These applications require support for continuous availability (99.999 – 99.9999%) combined with high transaction throughput that must scale to hundreds of CPUs. 

While these requirements originated from the telecommunication industry, we believe that many other network applications, such as Web services, will soon have similar requirements. We have investigated how the implementation techniques used currently in the telecom industry could be applied to the design of a general-purpose J2EE application server.  

At HPTS, we would like to describe the requirements of the telecommunication industry, compare them to the requirements of general enterprise applications and Web services, and describe how a J2EE platform could be implemented to meet these requirements.
